MEETING MINUTES


On this 1st day of May, 2012 the regular monthly meeting was called to order.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.


A motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Chairman Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the April 3rd, 2012 regular monthly meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

Next on the agenda was to appoint a Deputy Clerk.  Since we have no one at this time a motion was made to table until the June 5th, 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting was made by Chairman Friedrich and was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve claims No: 20037-20060 was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.


Next on the agenda was the Electronic Funds Policy.  A motion to adopt the Electronic Funds Policy was made by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Ditch Cutting was next on the agenda.  Chuck Ertal was in attendance and presented a quote.  Supervisor Fiedler made a motion that we should get three quotes, Supervisor Douvier seconded; all in favor, motion carried.  Clerk Pesta will work with Supervisor Fiedler to get quotes.

A motion was made to approve the April 3rd, 2012 Town Board Reorganization Meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.
Old Business was next on the agenda.  Zoning Administrator Chard gave an update on Mulberry Meadows; it is at the District Level the MPCA will make the owner get an attorney.  We are unsure if the county will be involved.  Right now it is in a holding pattern.  There are questions whether the sewer is working properly or not.  Zoning Administrator Chard proceeded to give a history of Mulberry Meadows for the new board members and residents present.
At 8:00 the Regular Meeting was put on hold and the Public Hearing was open.  Roll call was taken.  No Commissioners were present.  There were no comments or questions.


On the 2012 Fee Ordinance, the proposed Rental Fee of the Hall for residents went from $0 to $25 for the rental of the Town fill in the rest.  A motion to approve the Fee Ordinance Schedule as proposed was made by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.  It was also noted that we will be updating the Town Hall Rental Agreement to note that if garbage is left at the Hall that the renter’s damage deposit will be used.

A motion to adjourn the Public Hearing at 8:15 pm and resume the May Regular Monthly Meeting was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.


The Wastewater Contract was next on the agenda.   Zoning Administrator Chard presented the Opole Community Sewage Treatment and Collection System Maintenance Contract with Fiedler Pumping Services.  A discussion followed.  A motion was made by Supervisor Fiedler to extent the existing contract for another month and re-write the Fiedler Pumping Services contract and re-look at it again at the June Regular Monthly Meeting and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.  The existing Contractor and Fielder will have a transition meeting once the new contract is made.
Roads were next on the agenda.  A discussion followed as to what roads have been crack filled.  Tom Huls was present and gave an update that all the materials that he ordered have been used.  Supervisor Douvier will update the map to show what roads have been crack filled.  It was discussed which roads were the worst and need to be repaired first.
The Sign Policy was next on the agenda.  Zoning Administrator Chard presented the sign policy revisions.  A discussion followed.  Zoning Administrator Chard will make changes and resend to the supervisors and will be tabled until the June Regular Monthly Meeting.
Reports were next on the agenda.  Under Planning and Zoning, Zoning Administrator Chard explained that the MOU would like to come in and explain information to the board.  Supervisor Fiedler made a motion to have a Special Meeting on Wed May 9th at 6:00 at the Town Hall to discuss Planning and Zoning and MOU Information, it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Zoning Administration Chard gave information regarding language changes regarding retaining walls.

 The Board will look at the applications that have come in for the Planning Commission Positions at the Special Meeting scheduled for May 9th.
The records Maintenance Plan was next on the agenda.  We will table it for the June Regular Monthly Meeting.
New business was next on the agenda.


911 Signs- Tom Huls gave an update on which signs he recently installed.
Public Input- there was none.
The mail was reviewed next.

The outside light has been fixed.

Supervisor Fiedler discussed that the Board should request quotes for snow removal.
There being nothing further to discuss, a motion to adjourn was made by Supervisor Fielder at 9:55 pm and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.
