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MEETING MINUTES


On this 11th day of July, 2012 the Regular Monthly Meeting was called to order.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.


A motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the June 5th, 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting Minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the June 25th, 2012 Weed Inspection Minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion was made to designate the St. Cloud Times as our one legal newspaper for publication by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.
Next on the agenda was to appoint a Deputy Clerk.  Clerk Pesta will appoint Jen Maier as Deputy Clerk.

The Records Maintenance Plan was next on the agenda.  We will table it for the August 2012 Regular Monthly Meeting.


A motion to appoint Election Judges was made for the following judges; Head Judges Mary Wallenstein and Connie Pesta.  Frances Januschka, Margaret Stang, Hattie Kellerman, Irene Schmidt, Chris Bernard and Jen Maier as Election Judges was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve claim numbers 20108 – 20135 was made by Supervisor Douvier and was seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.

Old Business was next on the agenda.  Zoning Administrator Chard gave an update on the land use requests.  The final plat – Tallow View/ and Williams 2nd Addition move to approve and authorize signing of the final plat was made by Supervisor Douvier and seconded by Supervisor Fiedler; all in favor, motion carried.


 The sign policy revisions were discussed.  This will be tabled until the August Regular Monthly Meeting.

Snow quotes were next on the agenda.  A request for quotes will be put together to be approved for the August Regular Monthly Meeting.


911 Signs are all up to date.


Driveway permits were discussed as to which ones are being worked on.  Requests are up to date.

Chairman Friedrich reviewed with the residents the Road Bids that were received in the Road Bid Meeting and which roads the board will be resurfacing this year.


Reports were next on the agenda.  Planning and Zoning there was no meeting in June.  The next meeting is July 31st.  A motion was made to have a special meeting at 6:00 on August 21st by Supervisor Fiedler and was seconded Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

New business was next on the agenda.  The Opole sewer system was discussed.  A motion was made by Supervisor Fiedler to do necessary work that needs to be done in Opole and was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

A discussion was held regarding the old location of Port Side and possible options of what to do with that land.


Supervisor Douvier will go on line and do the Storm Water Permit.


Weed cutting was discussed.  It looks very poor, there were weeds that were missed and not cut at all.  We will look into possible options for the next weed cutting.

A motion was made by Supervisor Fiedler to have Tom Huls mow the Opole Sewer for $45.00 a time and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

A notice was received from the Minnesota Department of Revenue stating that the Townships 2010 W2’s were never received and the Township could receive a fine of $50 per W2 totaling $1,300.00.  Clerk Pesta will submit W2’s and follow up with the Minnesota Department of Revenue.
Building Permits were discussed next.  A motion was made by Supervisor Douvier to appoint Supervisor Fiedler to sign building permits and was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried. 



Public Input- there was none.
The mail was reviewed next.  It was discussed if the Township should pre-buy fuel from Rahn’s Oil and it was decided the township would not do a pre-buy for 2012-2013.
The keyless entry system was discussed next.  The board decided not to do at this time.
The Feedlot Permits for Legatt were discussed next.  
Clerk Pesta will look into getting someone to fix the air conditioning for the town hall.
