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MEETING MINUTES

On this 8th day of February, 2012 the regular monthly meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Chard.  There was a vacancy with Supervisor Stang’s position.
A motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.
A motion to accept the resignations of Supervisor Stang and the Town Clerk Determan was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


Town Clerk Determan then appointed Connie Pesta as Deputy Clerk.

A motion to approve the January 3, 2012 regular meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve the January 23, 2012 meeting with the St. Stephen Fire Board was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to set up the Absentee Ballot Board was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to setup post and publish the board of canvas was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.  


A motion to set up, post for the Equalization meeting on May 1, 2012 was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the printing and mailing of the newsletter was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve claim Nos. 15820-15849 was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.  


A motion to authorize training on CTAS for the Treasurer and Deputy Clerk on CTAS training was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


Chairman Friedrich will be checking with Benton Coop on bundling our phone and internet together.

The website was discussed next.  It was tabled until next month.


Opole SSD was discussed next.  Zoning Administrator Chard reported on the cost estimate for the grinder pump repair.  The supervisors felt that it would be a good idea to have a spare pump on hand.  A motion to approve the cost of the repair was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

At our last meeting it was discussed to have a line televised.  Zoning Administrator Chard reported on what it would cost to televise it and to clean it out.  She also let the Supervisors know that not many companies have this capability.  It was decided to wait until later this spring until it warms up to do this.  Chairman Friedrich let the residents present know that any costs with the Opole SSD is paid for by the residents that are using it only.


Zoning Administrator Chard asked the supervisors if they wanted to the have the engineer attend the road meeting on February 15, 2012.  They felt he was not needed at this meeting.


Supervisor Douvier had asked Zoning Administrator Chard about getting a larger road map made up to keep track of the road work and sign replacements.  It was also suggested that we keep a binder of each project that includes the costs, who did the work, where the work was done, when it was done, etc.  This would also include the crack fill work that is done every year.  A motion to print out the 24”x36” map and have it laminated was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

The sign removal policy was discussed next.  Zoning Administrator Chard will contact the engineer to let him know that they would like the sign removal policy to reflect the state code.  

A motion to pay for the cost of the paving workshop of $75.00 for Road Boss Smoley was made by Chairman Freidrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.


The new Updated Land Use Ordinance Updates was tabled until next month.


The Opole Land Use District informational meeting draft minutes were given to the supervisors by Zoning Administrator Chard to review.  She also included a spread sheet of each landowner and the recommended changes.  She stated that it will be discussed at the next Planning Commission meeting.  Supervisor Douvier made a motion to leave the Opole zoning the same and not work on it any more.  It was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried


The recommended fee ordinance for 2012 that was suggested from the Planning Commission was discussed next.  We need to find out if the current $50.00 we charge for the 911 signs covers the cost.  This was tabled until the next meeting until Tom Huls can be contacted to verify this.

  
The Land use Ordinance was discussed next.  The supervisors would like to table this until mid April.  

Planning Commissioner Al Jacobson would like to have approval to have the fee for the Shoreland Training paid for.  A motion to pay the $30.00 for the Shoreland training was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.


Mulberry Meadows was discussed next.  Zoning Administrator Chard reported that she did send the letter to Mr. Reinert that was approved at the last meeting.  There is to be a meeting on February 27, 2012 with the MPCA and State Attorney General.  This came about because one of residents contacted their state representative.  They would like the Chairman and our attorney attend this meeting.  It was decided that both the supervisors and our attorney will be attending this meeting.  


The Wastewater RFP’s went out.  Zoning Administrator Chard let the Supervisors know who she sent them out.  They have until March 1 to get them back to us.  The emergency numbers will be sent out to all of the residents in their next coupon mailing.  The current permit and documents are here and she can email them out.


The fire contracts for both St. Stephen and Holdingford were discussed next.  Chairman Friedrich reported on the two meetings he attended with both of them.  He stated that Holdingford presents an itemized listing of their expenses.  He let everyone know that he requested more of an itemized listing from St. Stephen next year.  


The Deputy Clerk usually took care of the stormwater permits.  We need to appoint someone to be in charge of the stormwater.  Chairman Friedrich appointed Supervisor Douvier to be in charge.  


Public Input was next on the agenda.


Zoning Administrator Chard will bring forward the Planning Commission ordinance and make the changes to it from five members to three members and from landowners to residents.  Zoning Administrator Chard let the supervisors know that when you amend the ordinance then you can reappoint.  She let the supervisors know that she will bring the amended ordinance to the next meeting.

The light on the outside of the town hall is out again.  


It was requested that put more detail on our claims so we can keep track of what they are for.


The mail was then reviewed.

There being nothing further to discuss, a motion to adjourn the regular meeting at 9:35 p.m. was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.
