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MEETING MINUTES


On this 6th day of March, 2012 the regular monthly meeting was called to order.  All members were present along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.


A motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve the February 8, 2012 regular monthly meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve the February 8, 2012 Board of Audit meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve the February 15, 2012 Special Road Budget/Project Meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve claims Nos. 15849-15877 was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


The bundling of the phone and internet was discussed next.  It was decided to go with Benton Coop since Clearwire seems to be pulling out of this area.


Russ Eichten representing the Opole Baseball Association appeared before the town board with a liquor license request.  A motion to approve this liquor license request for the Opole Baseball Association was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich, all in favor, motion carried.


Zoning Administrator Chard discussed the new proposed fee ordinance that was presented last month.  The Planning Commission has approved this new fee ordinance already.  She then explained that if they agree with this new fee ordinance, we will have to set up for a Public Hearing to take comments.  A motion to set up a public hearing for the new fee ordinance at 8:30 p.m. on April 3, 2012 during the regular monthly meeting was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.


Zoning Administrator Chard presented a final plat approval request for the Smoley Farm.  It has been approved by the Planning Commission already.  A motion to approve this request was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


Zoning Administrator Chard then presented an Administrative Subdivision – Land Split request for Section 18.  She presented the findings of fact to the supervisors along with a map, and pictures.  It has been recommended for approval by the Planning Commission at the March 6, 2012 meeting with the following conditions:  1) new parcel code numbers, after the land transfer is complete for the split properties, are to be submitted for the files.  2) Should a 911 sign be needed in the future, a permit to be obtained from Brockway Township.  3) Certificate of Transfer of Development Rights and Declaration of Restriction.  A motion to approve this Administrative Subdivision – Land Split with the conditions listed above was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Roads were next on the agenda.  Zoning Administrator Chard presented the supervisors with an enlarged laminated road map that we can use to mark up whenever a road is worked on.  She also presented the latest Zoning map that we just received from the county.


Zoning Administrator reported that she is still waiting for Brad Wilkening to get back to us with the revisions to the sign policy that was requested by the supervisors.


Zoning Administrator reported on a couple of stop signs that have been shot full of holes that should be replaced.  She will be working with Road Boss Smoley on this.


911 signs were next on the agenda.  When 911 signs are ordered now, they will be delivered directly to the clerk’s home address.

Zoning Administrator Chard presented what she has so far on the amounts that were spent for the 2011 Township Road Projects.  We still need to compile more before the annual meeting.

Planning and Zoning was next on the agenda.  Zoning Administrator Chard presented the supervisors with the revised Planning Commission Ordinance.  A motion to table this until the May regular monthly meeting was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.  At this time, there will be no Planning Commission meeting on March 27th.
The status of Mulberry Meadows was discussed next.  There was a meeting in the cities on February 27th, 2012.  Both Supervisors attended it along with our Township Attorney Bob Ruppe.  Chairman Friedrich reported on the meeting.  Zoning Administrator Chard will be putting together an overview for the annual meeting.  Treasurer Wallenstein will be putting together the total costs for Mulberry Meadows so far.  
The RFP Wastewater Proposals were opened up.  Three proposals were received.  Zoning Administrator Chard and the supervisors will be reviewing them.  A decision will be made at the April regular monthly meeting.  Since Ecocheck’s contract is up in April, we might need to extend it for one month.  
The reports needed for the annual meeting were discussed.  We will be making 100 copies of the reports for the annual meeting.

The final agenda for the annual meeting was reviewed.  Zoning Administrator Chard will be making the changes to it.

A motion to adopt the Resolution Reestablishing Precincts and Polling Places was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

Public Input was next on the agenda.

The mail was then reviewed.

The outside light is still burned out.

There being nothing further to discuss, a motion to adjourn was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.
