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MEETING MINUTES


On this 3rd day of January, 2012 the regular monthly meeting was called to order.  All members were present, along with Zoning Administrator Bridget Chard.


A motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Supervisor Stang and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to approve the December 6, 2011 regular meeting minutes was made by Supervisor Stang and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

The town board reviewed the proposed schedule of meetings for the Town Board and Planning Commission.  The February 7th , 2012 meeting is being changed to Wednesday, February 8, 2012 because of the Caucus meetings being held on that date.  A motion to accept these meeting dates as corrected was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Supervisor Stang; all in favor, motion carried.


A motion to approve the claim Nos. 3388-3416 was made by Supervisor Stang and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to set the Board of Audit for Wednesday, February 8 at 7:00 p.m. was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

A motion to attend the meeting with the St. Stephen Fire Marshall on Monday, January 16, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. at the St. Stephen City Hall was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


Roads were next on the agenda.  Tom Huls let the town board know that if they plan on doing any crackfilling, he will need to get the order in by March.  He let them know where the roads were scheduled to be crackfilled.  He also let them know which roads were really bad.  The town board asked Tom Huls to go ahead and order in the amount of material he normally orders in.  The supervisors asked Tom Huls to let them know when he would start crackfilling in case one of the roads scheduled to be crackfilled would be scheduled for overlay.  He would like to start by the end of March, if the frost is out.  He will be doing the roads that were done three or four years ago.

Sign Removal policy was discussed next.  Brad Wilkening from Duffy Engineering presented the town board with a copy of the Retro Reflectivity Policy and a copy of the Brockway Township Sign Policy that he drafted for the town board to review.  He let them know that this is something that we do not need to adopt right away but would like them to consider the signs that they could get rid of to save money.  He let the town board know that they could start replacing signs, but that we could not remove any signs until the Sign Policy is adopted.  He let them know that if they have any questions they could call or email him.  

Next on the agenda was the Road Work meeting.  A motion to set the Road Work meeting for Wednesday, February 15 at 6:00 p.m. at the Brockway Town Hall was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.


Zoning Administrator Chard presented the town board with a land use request for an Administrative Subdivision-Land Split in Section 33.  She also presented the findings of fact along with pictures.  The Planning Commission recommended approval of this Administrative Subdivision with the conditions.  A motion to approve the Certificate of Conformity along with the conditions stated was made by Supervisor Stang and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Next on the agenda was Planning and Zoning.  Zoning Administrator Chard reported that they reviewed the Memorandum of Understanding at the Planning Commission meeting.  She stated that they pulled everything out of the old one and put it in the new one under 462.  She also went through the existing map of Opole that she received from the county.  She let the town board know that there will be another meeting with the Opole residents at the end of the month.  The county asscessor has agreed to come to this meeting to answer the residents questions.  

Zoning Administrator Chard also presented the town board with a copy of the work plan for the upcoming year.  She also let them know that they have two positions that will be open and will be posting for these positions.


Zoning Administrator Chard reported that she received a call from Supervisor Douvier at.  The grinder pump lift station had one pump blow out.  He put the spare in and took the one to St. Cloud to get repaired.  A resident wanted to know how we can resolve the issue when an alarm goes off and how to get them there sooner.  The alarm went off at 1:00 a.m. and it took until 3:00 p.m. to get it fixed.  A motion to compensate the resident with a free month for his septic billing for the time he spent helping the technician remove the bad pump and put in the spare was made by Supervisor Douvier and it was seconded by Supervisor Stang; all in favor, motion carried.  Zoning Administrator Chard will get a price from Ecocheck on what it would cost to run a camera through the resident’s line.  She also let them know that she will get a sticker to put on the box with the emergency phone number.

Zoning Administrator Chard reported on the settlement from Stearns County with Scott Reinert on Mulberry Meadows.  She stated that at this time, we are still on hold.

A motion to approve the town hall rental requests for Saturday, December 22, 2012  and December 25, 2012 was made by Supervisor Stang and it was seconded by Chairman Friedrich; all in favor, motion carried.

Zoning Administrator Chard went through the Wastewater RFP with the town board.  She had them review the listing from the state of all the Class C operators and asked the supervisors to let her know which ones they would like her to send the Wastewater RFP to.  She had checked off all the operators that were located in our area along with the existing company.


Public Input was next on the agenda.


Road Boss Smoley reported that he had a call from a resident in Brockway Hollow about large rocks in the sand.  He went and checked it out and only found three larger rocks along the road.  He also reported that someone had put up a 20 mile speed sign on the road in Brockway Hollow.

Supervisor Stang let the town board know that he is resigning at the end of this meeting.  


The mail was then reviewed.


There being nothing further to discuss, a motion to adjourn was made by Chairman Friedrich and it was seconded by Supervisor Douvier; all in favor, motion carried.
